For those that are already registered and/or have previously purchased on the platform, you must still 
register for the Sale however the process is very simple.

Simply login to your existing account on bidonline.nzb.co.nz - you will be sent directly to a registration 
page for the National Weanling Sale where all you need to enter is your intended spend for the Sale, 
terms and method of payment, plus accepting the usual NZB Terms and Conditions. Once you have 
filled in those three required fields and submitted your registration, you will be set up for bidding via the 
platform again.

•	 Click ‘CREATE AN ACCOUNT’.

1.2 REGISTERING
Personal detail requirements

•	 Enter your personal details 
including the email address you 
would like to use to sign up with, 
as well as your first and last name.

•	 You will also be asked to create 
an online bidding account 
password. 

•	 If you already have an account 
with NZB, you will be asked to 
enter your account number.

Upload photo identification
